· Never use the terms ‘All Christians’ or ‘All Muslims’.

· Stick to the facts.  Do not make up information.

· Use a variety of quotations as often as you can to support the religious teachings and the statements you make.

· Attempt all questions.  An educated guess is better than nothing.
