	The meeting opened at 11:15 hrs.
Matthew Robinson acted as Chair of the meeting.   

The current situation of the shop window and good news items was questioned.

There is a regeneration coming out in the new year for the shop areas of Llantwit Major and the shop we originally had for our use may not be available now, however, there may be another one for us to use which is being followed up.

The Llantwit Major Comprehensive School newsletter has been received by PCSO Woodman and will be distributed in local shops, doctors and dentist surgeries to spread the good work of the youths to the local community

The Gem are in the process of doing a piece on the Youth Pact and School Council which will be published shortly.

An update for the assessment of the main road was requested.

The Sector Inspector has been spoken to and a mobile motor bike has been deployed over the recent weeks to identify the speed of vehicles in that area.  They have measured the average speed of vehicles and are deployed on a regular basis.  The traffic lights sequence have been examined and found to be in correct working order.  The road surface was also check and also in good order.  The recent accidents appear to be driver related.  The situation will continue to be monitored.

The issue of school bus safety was discussed previously, are there still issues surrounding this?

The buses appear to have improved.  There is now a bus with seat belts and the pupils are happier with it.

A number of parents have raised concerns which have been passed to the school and bus company which is being monitored.

The park by the graffiti wall was identified as having problems with litter and lighting, has this been addressed?

There was a zip wire in that park which has been taken down due to complaints to the council from local residents as it was noisy.  The zip wire will be re-installed at another location in the park, probably further towards the Rugby Club which will not cause an issue to local residents.  It is not known when this will be done though.  The lighting has been looked at and considered, however, financial restraints will prevent any action at the moment.

Another issue raised in the last meeting was the vehicles at the beach, it was also brought up in the adult  PACT meeting, what is the current situation?

Nothing further as yet, they are still looking to employ a parking officer and charge a nominal fee for parking at the beach, with the intention of the funds raised paying for the wages of the parking officer.  This is likely to be next year.  It is also a consideration that local residents will be able to obtain a permit at a reduced cost for the car park.

It was asked whether Local Democracy week was a success?  

Ve will be present at the next meeting and perhaps could update attendees about that issue.

It was suggested that Ve invite the Councillor nominated into the next meeting?

This was agreed to be a good idea and will be followed up.

The issue about parking in the Rugby club was brought up and although it appeared to be better this year, it was still a slight problem whereby cars were trying to get through the procession of people at the entrance to the club.  

It was suggested that Help the Heroes could be the school charity.

This will be discussed separately

Further concern was voiced by the pupils, that no seatbelts are being worn when on the bus travelling to and from school.

There is a dvd available within the All Wales School Core Liaison Programme which highlights the dangers of no seat belts, and distracting behaviour in a vehicle.  Suggestion was made to deliver that dvd in an assembly style to year 11 pupils as it may not be suitable for younger pupils.  Mr Francis will be given details of how long it would take to see if an assembly can be arranged.
