	The meeting opened at 09:40 hrs.  All persons present identified themselves.  

An explanation of the roles and responsibilities of the Youth PACT was given to the pupils, as new attendees were present.

A summary of last year’s successes were outlined which included the graffiti wall and the ongoing issue of the shop front for promotion of success of the local youths.

A copy of the newsletter was circulated and it was explained that both adult PACT and youth PACT priorities are printed and circulated.

The main priority brought forward from last year was the issue of “respect for youth”.  Unfortunately, it is the few that give a bad name to the majority.  

The issue brought up ties in nicely with the school council meeting where they are looking to improve the profile of the school.

The difference between School Council and Youth PACT is that the Youth PACT serves the wider community and is not restricted to school issues

The attendees were asked whether anything happened over the summer weeks that would cause concern

The road out of Llantwit Major to the four cross garage have been a location for many accidents and it was suggested that perhaps something could be done about that.

The road was assessed by the Vale of Glamorgan Council to establish the factors contributing to the accidents.  PCSO Woodman will look into the result of that assessment and bring an update to the next meeting.
It was asked whether the graffiti wall has been effective.

The new things in the park are still in good condition, therefore it would appear the wall is helping so far

The area by the skate park at Windmill Lane was discussed and pupils asked whether there are any issues relating to this area.

It is getting dark earlier now and lighting may be a good idea.

This is something that we have looked at previously and the council have considered it but money is the main issue, along with any concerns the neighbours may have if lighting is installed.

There is a bit of litter in that area but pupils have not seen alcohol being consumed.

There has been reports of youths drinking at the park and pupils asked to notify the police of any anti social activities to help clear up the area and provide a safe area for the community.

Concern was shown regarding the safety of the school buses.

This is something that has been brought to the attention of the school and the deputy head is dealing with those complaints.

If there are specific incidents or concerns, keep a log to produce to the school to help fight the issue of bus safety.

There are problems with camper vans, cars and camping at the beach.
There have been height restriction bars installed, and from April to September next year there are plans to have a car park manager in place to stop camping.  The same issue was brought up in the adult PACT meeting and is being addressed.

Local democracy week was outlined and flyers handed out.  This Thursday, the VPOD will be visiting the school and year 8 will have an opportunity to come and look on the bus and during lunchtime all Cabinet Members will be present and can be approached to discuss any issues in the locality.  The Swoosh website was outlined and pupils told they could submit their own stories and clips.  
The Youth Forum for the Vale of Glamorgan will be opening soon with the first event on the 21st October.  In December there will be an election for Youth Forum members to have an impact on a higher level.

Information will be given out in assembly to the whole school 

The next meeting will be held at Llantwit Major Comprehensive school on the 15th November 2010 at 11:10 hrs.
