	The meeting opened at 11:20 and all present identified themselves.

It was explained that adults have a PACT meeting whereby they are able to air their grievances and concerns about their community.  The Youth PACT is an opportunity for the Youths in the community to have a voice and also bring forward their own concerns in an environment of their own peers where they will not feel intimidated.  The priorities borne from the Youth PACT will be passed to the adult PACT meeting.   

If there are school issues, then they will be dealt with in the school and the channel for this is the school council, however, issues relating to the community will be dealt with in this arena.

There should be three priorities coming from the Youth PACT which will be passed on to the adult PACT by Nadia Stanton.
The current format of the Youth PACT was outlined, and an opportunity for the Youths to choose to retain this formal Youth PACT meeting or indeed change it to a more informal style drop in centre was discussed.

It was felt that a drop in centre would not work and the formal style Youth PACT was preferred.

A date should be set and open up attendance to the whole school.

Suggestions were asked for on how to sell the Youth PACT to the rest of the school.

Notices, Posters, Assembly and a PACT suggestion box in the canteen.

An input in assemblies will be given in the next 2 weeks by Mrs Greville and PC Blake to all year groups.

Because it is a positive voice in the community, could it go in the newsletter so the parents will also see it.

PC Blake will e mail information regarding the Youth PACT to Fiona Greville for inclusion in the next Newsletter.

How can we share and feedback the information to others?

Items could be placed on the notice board at the school, for instance, the 3 priorities and also any results achieved.
Feedback can also be given to the Heads of Year to pass information in the Year Assemblies.

We could have a Youth PACT section on the students web site, maybe in blog format.
How often do you think the meetings should be held?

Six times a year was suggested as a reasonable amount of meetings.

The 3 priorities of the adult PACT was outlined to the attendees:

1. The three fatalities recently in the area

2. Young people aged 4, 5, 6, 7 playing football on green areas

3. Windmill Lane near the playing fields (parking)

The fact that there were no defined lines for spaces at this location meant that people were parking at odd angles and not utilising all the available space was a problem.

Since the area has been re-vamped and re-surfaced, it is attracting people from afar so there are more vehicles.

The issue regarding lighting at the skate park was brought up, the lights turn off rather than fade out which is dangerous to the young people using it.  It was felt there should be a dimmer type lights there to give warning that it was about to go out.

To summarise, from this meeting, the following points were noted:
1. All attendees now know what Youth PACT is

2. A decision was made to keep it formal

3. Ways to tell the whole school was discussed

4. Six meetings a year will be held

5. Attend year group assemblies to explain PACT

6. Put posters up on school council notice board

7. PACT suggestion box to be placed in the Student Support Centre

8. Include PACT in the newsletter

9. Place key points on the notice board

10. Issues will be fed back to heads of year

11. Youth PACT to be included on the website
