The agreed aims of the schools are:

· To promote the continuity of education between the Primary and Comprehensive School

· To prepare Key Stage 2 pupils for the transfer experience

· To identify and target specific support at those pupils considered to be vulnerable

Visits to the Comprehensive are arranged in Years 5 & 6 (Year 5 visit day, Year 6 visits and transition day), and Comprehensive staff visit primary schools (Welsh and English teaching; Assistant Head, Form Tutor, PPSO and SENCO visits). Pupils also participate in a very successful Year 6 residential visit to Llangrannog run by both Year 6 and Year 7 staff. The culmination is the Transition day during the last ½ term of Year 6 when pupils spend the day with their new classmates and Form Tutor, and parents are invited to attend the Year 6 concert at the Comprehensive School in the evening.

A DVD on transition and an interactive PowerPoint presentation have also been devised for Year 6 pupils by Year 7 pupils with important facts and information about Llantwit School presented in a pupil friendly format.
