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Art
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Learners in Year 7, 8 and 9 spend two hours a fortnight, over three years, taking part in exciting workshops.
They spend their time exploring, responding and creating work using a range of wet and dry materials;
learning basic and intermediate creative skills such as drawing, painting and sculpting. They will also work to
develop their contextual understanding and literacy skills. The aim is to prepare learners for their GCSE
studies by focusing on skills that are transferable to a range of GCSE subjects including Art, Craft and
Design, Photography, Art Textiles, Graphics and Product.

Year 7 spend the year studying the topic Health: Healthy Eating through the following tasks; Creative
Name Page, Mark Making, Colour Theory, Shade and Tone, Observational Drawing: Pencil, Observational
Drawing: Colour Pencil and finally Printmaking: Lino.

Year 8 spend the year studying the topic Self through the following tasks; Creative Title Page, Facial
Feature Study, Gridded Self-Portrait, Artist Study, Pop Art Self-Portrait and finally a Clay Gonk workshop.

Year 9 spend the year studying the Formal Elements (line, shape, form, colour, tone/value, texture, and
space) through the following tasks; Creative Title Page, Drawing Workshop, Painting Workshop and a 3D
workshop. Learners will also have the opportunity to further develop their digital skills through working with
Google Classroom, Photoshop and digital photography.

In Year 9 learners will then decide their GCSE options and have the choice of studying GCSE Art, Craft and
Design and/or GCSE Photography within the Art and Design Department.

We encourage all learners interested in studying a creative subject to draw and be creative, outside the
classroom, as much as possible — this will help to develop their independence and confidence as an artist or
craftsperson.

Progress in Art and Design is not linear as learners will be exploring media and techniques that are new to
them. The hope is that by the time they reach their GCSE studies they are aware of their creative strengths
and they are able to specialise in their preferred techniques.
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Design Technology

Design & Technology is taught on a carousel where students will complete a project with a subject specialist teacher
before moving onto the next project with another teacher. Each project lasts between 9-13 weeks.

Both Peer & Self Assessment Feedback is used to support progress along with detailed feedback on one piece of work
of which is identified at the DIRT task. Due to the project based and practical nature of Design & Technology, teachers
will be providing ongoing, live verbal feedback to support learners during every lesson.

Welsh Music - learners sing as a group iconic Welsh songs. They will then learn a traditional Welsh
Song and compose using a 5 note scale.

Music in the Media - learners will listen to a variety of film music and analyse it. They will then
compose music for a moving image.

Own Choice - students will develop the skills to plan and rehearse when learning a piece
independently on an instrument of their choice. They will record this piece using computer software
and review their performance.

Religion, Values and Ethics

Unit 1: Introduction to RVE and Worldviews
Pupils begin by learning what RVE is, its purpose, and how worldviews influence perception. They develop
foundational skills:
o0 Recognising personal assumptions and lenses.
o ldentifying how faith or belief systems influence behaviour.
Progression is seen through moving from personal opinion to recognising multiple perspectives.

nit 2:
Pupils move into more structured comparison of beliefs and practices. Progression includes:
o Understanding sacred texts, oral traditions, and non-religious sources of authority.
o Applying understanding in a comparative written assessment.
Literacy progression: use of paragraphing, connectives, and reasoning in written work.

Unit 3: Jesus as a Role Model
Pupils deepen their theological understanding by analysing parables, miracles, and Holy Week. They move from
description to interpretation and begin to evaluate significance (e.g., is Easter more important than Christmas?).
Progression is clear in:

o Comparing Gospel narratives

o Judging why Jesus is viewed as a role model across time and cultures.

Unit 4: Stewardship and Ethical Action
Here, pupils are applying beliefs to real-world ethical issues. Progression includes:
o Interpreting religious and non-religious teachings in relation to environmental action.
o Engaging in critical evaluation of case studies (e.g. Chico Mendes).
o Producing a persuasive speech — demonstrating synthesis of worldview knowledge, ethical reflection, and
persuasive literacy.

How you can support at home:

1. Encourage Discussion and Debate @ Year 7 RVE often explores big questions such as:

What do people believe and why? What sources of authority influence you? How do you know what is right and
wrong? How to help: Ask open questions at home: “What different views did you learn about today?” “Do
you agree with them? Why or why not?” Encourage pupils to explain both sides of an argument, even if
you disagree.

2. Support Reading and Understanding A RVE involves reading short texts, case studies, news articles, and
belief statements. How to help: Ask your child to summarise what they have read in their own words. Encourage
them to look up unfamiliar words and keep a key vocabulary list. Discuss real-world examples from the news that link
to lesson topics (e.g. belief, equality, ethics).

In Year 7 the pupils are taught science usually by one teacher. Over the course of the year they
will then be taught biology, chemistry and physics units.

A range of formal assessment tasks will be conducted throughout the year to evaluate all four language
skills: speaking, listening, reading, and writing. Self-assessment and peer-assessment will also be
incorporated regularly within lessons to support ongoing learner progress.
