Wherever possible please arrange appointments outside of school hours.  Pupils with appointments during 
school hours are asked to bring their appointment card to the school.   In order that the necessary checks may 
be made for registration purposes, pupils should sign out at the office before leaving the school premises and 
sign back in on return.  

Healthy Eating 
 
The school canteen operates a healthy eating menu with many meals having a higher fibre, lower fat and sugar 
content, than has been traditionally.   It is hoped that parents will actively support these initiatives and 
encourage the pupils to follow healthy eating habits.
